V. 	The Holy Gospel of Our Lord Jesus Christ According to Saint Luke
R.	Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Jesus and his disciples arrived at the country of the Gerasenes, which is opposite Galilee. As Jesus stepped out on land, a man of the city who had demons met him. For a long time he had worn no clothes, and he did not live in a house but in the tombs. When he saw Jesus, he fell down before him and shouted at the top of his voice, “What have you to do with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? I beg you, do not torment me” – for Jesus had commanded the unclean spirit to come out of the man. (For many times it had seized him; he was kept under guard and bound with chains and shackles, but he would break the bonds and be driven by the demon into the wilds.) Jesus then asked him, “What is your name?” He said, “Legion”; for many demons had entered him. They begged him not to order them to go back into the abyss. Now there on the hillside a large herd of swine was feeding; and the demons begged Jesus to let them enter these. So he gave them permission. Then the demons came out of the man and entered the swine, and the herd rushed down the steep bank into the lake and was drowned. When the swineherds saw what had happened, they ran off and told it in the city and in the country. Then people came out to see what had happened and when they came to Jesus, they found the man from whom the demons had gone sitting at the feet of Jesus, clothed and in his right mind. And they were afraid. Those who had seen it told them how the one who had been possessed by demons had been healed. Then all the people of the surrounding country of the Gerasenes asked Jesus to leave them; for they were seized with great fear. So he got into the boat and returned. The man from whom the demons had gone begged that he might be with him; but Jesus sent him away, saying, “Return to your home, and declare how much God has done for you.” So he went away, proclaiming throughout the city how much Jesus had done for him.

On Tuesday, June 21st, at 7:30 pm, The Legal Aid Society will be presenting forums on Consumer Law Project and Special Education.
The Consumer Law Project (CLP) provides legal advice and representation to low-income New Yorkers in all five boroughs of New York City in a range of consumer matters, including those related to credit card debt, rent arrears, student loans, auto loans, medical and nursing home debt, other debt collection cases, as well as identity theft, and access to financial services issues. In addition to direct representation, the Project provides outreach, training, and know-your-rights presentations on consumer protection matters. We engage in legislative and systemic advocacy to protect and define the rights of low-income New Yorkers in matters of consumer law and provide education to clients about their legal rights and remedies against the abusive practices of unscrupulous lenders and creditors.

Special Education
The Kathryn A. McDonald Education Advocacy Project (EAP) and Education Law Project (ELP) provide Early Intervention, general education, special education, and suspension hearing advocacy for children and youth in New York City. ELP assists low-income families in New York City. EAP focuses more specifically on youth who are involved in child welfare and juvenile delinquency cases in New York City Family Court.
If The Legal Aid Society represents you or your child in a Family Court or Criminal Court case, you can reach out to the attorney for help with education issues. If you are not involved in a Family Court or Criminal Court case, you can ask for help by calling The Legal Aid’s Civil Access to Benefits helpline at 888-663-6880

The Government Benefits and Disability Advocacy Project (DAP) helps the economically neediest New Yorkers obtain and maintain the government benefits to which they are entitled, such as public assistance, disability benefits administered by the Social Security Administration, and Medicaid. Together with our Law Reform and Health Law units, Government Benefits/DAP addresses income inequality through advocacy and class action litigation, and ensures that the agencies administering public benefits programs do so with the fairness and due process required by law.

Warren Bailey, eighty-eight, died in July 2000. He had no family. And to the best of anybody’s recollection in St. Mary’s, Georgia, Bailey hadn’t been to church in at least twenty years. He did, however, make annual donations of about $100,000 to St. Mary’s United Methodist Church, a 350-member congregation with an annual budget of less than $300,000. Members of St. Mary’s probably weren’t surprised when Bailey bequeathed money to the church. But there was stunned silence among the assembled parishioners when Rev. Derek -McAleer broke the news that the man who owned 49 percent of the region’s Camden Telephone Company had left the church $60 million. “This is a number that doesn’t have any reality,” the pastor said. Bailey’s will included no instructions on how the money was to be used, so the church has set up an advisory board to decide how to handle the money. McAleer has been besieged by calls from people asking for money. And he admits worrying that greed could consume his congregation. “How do we remain a Christian church with all this money?” he laments.                — Associated Press (October 30, 2000)
