Greetings and Welcome Home

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

Now that the heat and beat of summer are slowly coming to an end, I trust we’ve all had time to shift gears and unwind, spend time with family and friends, renew relationships, become entranced by the smells and delicious aroma of barbeque, breath in the fresh air from the majestic scenery of the mountains and countryside, the tranquil sounds of the seas or have fun at an amusement park, or even a ‘stay-cation’ – being at home, whatever you may have done, I hope it was enjoyable the presence of COVID and its mutations. 

Today many congregations will celebrate Homecoming Sunday. Initially, it is associated with welcoming back former residents and alums in several universities, colleges, and high schools in North America. It usually includes activities for students and alums, such as sports and cultural events and a parade through the city or town streets. This may be welcomed news. But, along the lines of multi-generational, I wonder what can be done in faith formation that connects everyone in the parish to share a more significant experience under the banner of St. Peter’s. 

	For those who have joined us for worship on several occasions, I would like to take this opportunity to let you know that a ministry fair (showcasing the church ministries) will be held in October. Also, there will be a new member orientation at the end of October to familiarize you with the parish and its ministries. For those who wish to be confirmed or received into this church, classes begin on October 15. Don't hesitate to contact the parish office for more information. 

I pray that with the same energy and enthusiasm with which we began summer recess, we regain that momentum and engage each other and the communities of Rosedale, Laurelton, Springfield Gardens, and the surrounding communities as we work to build bridges and realize the kingdom of God in our midst.

STEWARDSHIP CORNER
[bookmark: _Hlk77083179]To date we received 88 pledge cards for 2022 totaling $211, 195. The Vestry has 
pledged $50, 209 toward the work of St. Peter’s Rosedale. 
Warren Bailey, eighty-eight, died in July 2000. He had no family. And to the best of anybody’s recollection in St. Mary’s, Georgia, Bailey hadn’t been to church in at least twenty years. He did, however, make annual donations of about $100,000 to St. Mary’s United Methodist Church, a 350-member congregation with an annual budget of less than $300,000. Members of St. Mary’s probably weren’t surprised when Bailey bequeathed money to the church. But there was stunned silence among the assembled parishioners when Rev. Derek -McAleer broke the news that the man who owned 49 percent of the region’s Camden Telephone Company had left the church $60 million. “This is a number that doesn’t have any reality,” the pastor said. Bailey’s will included no instructions on how the money was to be used, so the church has set up an advisory board to decide how to handle the money. McAleer has been besieged by calls from people asking for money. And he admits worrying that greed could consume his congregation. “How do we remain a Christian church with all this money?” he laments.                — Associated Press (October 30, 2000)
