The minister may invite each person to be anointed to give her or his name and any particular request for prayer. The minister then lays hands upon the sick person and anoints the person, prays silently, then prays aloud using one of the following forms or similar words

N., I lay my hands upon you and anoint you with oil in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, beseeching our Lord Jesus Christ to sustain you with his presence, to drive away all sickness of body and spirit, and to give you that victory of life and peace which will enable you to serve him both now and evermore. The Vestry has 
pledged $50, 209 toward the work of St. Peter’s Rosedale. 

We have been blessed with more than enough – what are we tithing? What are we giving? How is our stewardship? 
Corporate giving is no longer about signing fat checks, public preening, and charity balls, says Jeff Skoll, vice president of strategic planning and analysis for eBay Inc. “Young, ‘newly minted’ givers anticipate seeing the effects of their gifts within their lifetimes and want a more hands-on role,” he says. For example, Ken Blanchard, coauthor of How to Make Serious Money for Both You and Your Company, says, “We tithe 10 percent of our profit. . . . We divide it among all our employees to give away. The lowest-paid employee gets to give $1,000 away, and the highest gets to give $3,500. We gave to 160 charities last year.” 
The results of this personalized giving are touching. “A guy in shipping came up to me with tears in his eyes,” Blanchard said. “He got the chance to give $1,000 to his parish to buy robes for the choir. He’s become a local hero.”
