THE SUNDAY OF THE PASSION
PALM SUNDAY
Welcome to our Palm Sunday celebration. Weather permitting, we gather on the lawn for the Liturgy of the Palms. If it is unfavorable, we will gather in the Parish Hall and begin the celebration with the blessing and distribution of the palms. As you enter the church, the Palms will be distributed and blessed as you hold them in your hands during the blessing. For those at home, your bookmarks depicting the Palms will be blessed symbolically. This will be done due to the restrictions. 
THE LITURGY OF THE PALMS
The Celebrant greets the people.
Beloved in Christ, for five weeks of Lent, we have been preparing, by works of charity and self-sacrifice, for the celebration of our Lord's paschal mystery. Today, we come together to begin this solemn celebration in union with the whole church throughout the world. Christ entered in triumph into his own city to complete his work as Messiah: to suffer, to die, and to rise again. Let us remember with devotion this entry which began his saving work and follow him with a lively faith. United with him in his suffering on the Cross, may we share his resurrection and new life.
As the altar is censed, the introit is said or sung:
Hosanna to the Son of David!  Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. O King of Israel: Hosanna in the highest.
Celebrant:  Blessed is the King who comes in the name of the Lord.
People:        Peace in heaven and glory in the highest.
Celebrant:  Let us pray.
Assist us mercifully with your help, O Lord God of our salvation, that we may enter with joy upon the contemplation of those mighty acts, whereby you have given us life and immortality; through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen
Here, the celebrant reads one of the Gospel accounts of our Lord's entrance into Jerusalem.
Celebrant:  
The Holy Gospel of Our Lord Jesus Christ According to Saint Luke [19:28-40]
People:        Glory to you, Lord Christ.
(+) Jesus went on ahead, going up to Jerusalem. When he had come near Bethphage and Bethany, at the place called the Mount of Olives, he sent two of the disciples, saying, "Go into the village ahead of you, and as you enter it you will find tied there a colt that has never been ridden. Untie it and bring it here. If anyone asks you, 'Why are you untying it?' just say this, 'The Lord needs it.' " So those who were sent departed and found it  as he had told them.  As they were untying the colt, its owners asked them, "Why are you untying the colt?" They said, "The Lord needs it." Then they brought it to Jesus; and after throwing their cloaks on the colt, they set Jesus on it. As he rode along, people kept spreading their cloaks on the road. As he was now approaching the path down from the Mount of Olives, the whole multitude of the disciples began to praise God joyfully with a loud voice for all the deeds of power that they had seen, saying, "Blessed is the king who comes in the name of the Lord! Peace in heaven, and glory in the highest heaven!" Some of the Pharisees in the crowd said to him, "Teacher, order your disciples to stop." He answered, "I tell you, if these were silent, the stones would shout out."
Celebrant:  The Gospel of the Lord.
People:    Praise to you, Lord Christ.

The Celebrant then says the following blessing over the Palms or other tree branches.

Celebrant:  The Lord be with you
People:        And also with you
Celebrant:   Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
People:        It is right to give him thanks and praise.
Celebrant:  It is right to praise you, Almighty God, for the acts of love by which you have redeemed us through your Son Jesus Christ our Lord. On this day, he entered the holy city of Jerusalem in triumph and was proclaimed as King by those who spread their garments and branches of palm along his way. Let these branches (+) be for us signs of his victory, and grant that we who bear them in his name may ever hail him as our King, and follow him in the way that leads to eternal life; who lives and reigns in glory with you and the Holy Spirit, now and for ever.  Amen.

The people receive their palms during which appropriate anthems and psalms may be sung. One of the anthems to be said or sung is Benedictus Qui Venit as follows:

If the distribution of the blessed palms is still going on, additional psalms, hymns, or anthems may be sung.
THE PROCESSION
When the palms have been distributed, the procession is formed in the following order: (1) Processional Cross and Torches, (2) The Choir, (3) The Congregation and (4) The Sacred Ministers. During the Procession, all hold branches of palm in their hands, and appropriate hymns, psalms, and anthems are sung. When you enter the Nave of the Church building, enter the open pew of your choice.

When the procession enters the Church building, the following responses are sung or said in remembrance of Our Lord's entrance into the holy city of Jerusalem.
When the Lord entered the holy city, the children of the Hebrews foretold the resurrection of life, and bearing palm branches, they cried out, "Hosanna in the highest." When the people had heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, they went out to meet him, and bearing palm branches they cried out, "Hosanna in the highest."
When the sacred Ministers reach the back of the Nave in the procession, the procession will halt while the following collect is said:
Almighty God, whose most dear Son went not up to joy but first he suffered pain, and entered not into glory before he was crucified: Mercifully grant that we, walking in the way of the cross, may find it none other than the way of life and peace; through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen.
As the Sacred Ministers move up the central aisle of the Nave, they approach the Altar, reverence it (cense it if incense is being used), and move to the sedelia for the Collect of the Mass, which concludes the procession and entrance rite.

	Surely it is evident that the Father accepts the sacrifice of Christ, not because he demands it, still less because he feels some need of it, but in order to carry forward his own purposes for the world. Humanity had to be brought back to life by the humanity of God. We had to be summoned to life by his Son.
	Let the rest be adored in silence.

Holy Week: A Journey Through Faith and Tradition
A Reflection on the Sacred Days Leading to Easter
Holy Week, the final week of Lent, is an immensely significant period in the Christian calendar, marking the culmination of Jesus Christ's Passion. This week is a time of profound reflection, devotion, and solemn celebration as believers commemorate the events leading up to Jesus' resurrection on Easter Sunday. From Palm Sunday to Holy Saturday, Holy Week encompasses a series of sacred days, each with its traditions, liturgies, and spiritual symbolism.
Palm Sunday
The journey of Holy Week begins with Palm Sunday, which commemorates Jesus Christ’s triumphant entry into Jerusalem. According to the Gospels, Jesus rode into the city on a donkey, and the crowds greeted him with palm branches, symbolizing victory and peace. In many Christian traditions, Palm Sunday is marked by processions and the blessing of palms, which are often woven into crosses and distributed to the faithful.
Holy Monday and Holy Tuesday
Following Palm Sunday, Holy Monday and Holy Tuesday reflect on Jesus's final days. On Holy Monday, the anointing of Jesus at Bethany is remembered, where Mary anoints Jesus' feet with costly perfume, signifying his impending sacrifice. Holy Tuesday focuses on Jesus' teachings and parables in the temple and his foretelling of the betrayal by one of his disciples.
Holy Wednesday
Holy Wednesday is traditionally the day that marks Judas Iscariot's agreement to betray Jesus for thirty pieces of silver. The name "Spy Wednesday" alludes to Judas' act of betrayal and his clandestine dealings with the religious authorities. This day is often observed with prayers and readings that reflect on the themes of deception and betrayal.
Maundy Thursday
Maundy Thursday, also known as Holy Thursday, commemorates the Last Supper, where Jesus shared his final meal with his disciples and instituted the sacrament of Holy Communion. "Maundy" derives from the Latin word "mandatum," meaning commandment, referring to Jesus' commandment to love one another as he loved them. The washing of feet marks this day, reenacting Jesus' act of humility and service and celebrating the Eucharist.
Good Friday
Good Friday, a day of solemnity and reflection, is among the most significant days in the Christian calendar. It is a day of fasting, penance, and deep contemplation of Jesus's suffering and sacrifice. Many churches hold a three-hour service, known as the Tre Ore, focusing on the Seven Last Words of Christ. The day's liturgy includes veneration of the cross and reading the Passion narrative, deepening our reverence for this day.
Holy Saturday
Holy Saturday is a day of quiet reflection and anticipation. It commemorates the day that Jesus' body lay in the tomb, and the faithful prepare for the celebration of the resurrection on Easter Sunday.
In the evening, we shift to the first Liturgy of Easter, known as the Great Vigil of Easter.   The Easter Vigil, held after sunset, is a powerful and dramatic service that begins in darkness and culminates in the lighting of the Paschal candle, symbolizing the light of Christ rising from the dead. This service includes the singing of the Exsultet, the reading of salvation history, and the joyous proclamation of the resurrection. This liturgy is marked by baptism or renewal of baptismal vows, which reminds us of our death to sin and being raised to new life in Christ. 
Easter Sunday
Holy Week reaches its glorious climax on Easter Sunday, the day of Jesus' resurrection from the dead. It is the most important and joyous feast in the Christian calendar, celebrating the victory of life over death and the promise of eternal life. Festive liturgies, the singing of joyful hymns, and the celebration of the Eucharist mark Easter Sunday. It is a day of hope, renewal, and the reaffirmation of faith, inspiring us with the promise of new life and the victory of light over darkness.
Holy Week is a profound journey through the central mysteries of the Christian faith. Each day invites believers to enter more deeply into the passion, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ, reflecting on the awe-inspiring transformative power of his sacrifice and God's boundless love. It is a time of spiritual renewal, communal worship, and a powerful reminder of the hope and redemption at the heart of the Christian message.
